So much has happened since our last newsletter. First of all we want to thank you for your prayers for us, our

ministry and our trips to Mexico. You all are very special to us and we thank God for having you in our lives.

March 20-26. The Morning Star Community Church
team from Oregon did a great job and they were all
blessed serving God in our church in La Mision with our
Pastor Tomas and Agustina. The programs and projects
they presented included VBS, evening evangelistic
services, and repair work on the Sunday school rooms.
They also built a small two room house for a church
family that had been living in a cardboard
shack.

Tragedy Strikes:  When we arrived
Pastor Tomas’ three children were sick
with chicken pox. Melissa, the middle

girl, age three, was sicker than the other two and the
doctor gave her some new medicine which tuned out to
be the wrong medicine. Thursday she was having
difficulty breathing and was rushed to the hospital. She
passed away with her parents at her side. This was a
shock to the family, the church and the team.

Pastor Tomas wanted the team to continue with the
planned service that night in spite of the circumstances.
After Tony delivered a powerful message twelve people
came forward to give their hearts to the Lord. God is
faithful to bless His Word.

Pray for this family as they adjust to this terrible loss.
All the hospital and funeral expenses have been paid
thanks to our faithful friends here in the States.

Tony and I had cataract surgery on Saturday. While we
were resting at Pastor Ramon’s house Pastor Tomas and
family came to visit us as well as Pastor Santiago and his
family. It was good to be able to encourage them and
have fellowship.

On our follow-up visit with the eye doctor they realized
Margaret needed laser surgery on both eyes but
especially the right eye. She had hemorrhaging that
needed to be treated. She had the laser done and we
returned home the same day.

Thanks for your prayers for Pastor Tibercio. He is
resting and is feeling much stronger. His hospital bill
was paid in full plus money for the mechanical work
needed on his truck. Thanks for giving so generously.

God is so good to give us so many
blessings. This 1998 Ford F-150 was
given to us by a very good friend in
2004. Not long ago a truck had been
offered for us to take to Mexico for a

faithful brother and his family. Recently that truck
became unavailable but we wanted to keep our promise
so…we’ve decided to give brother Pancho Margaret’s
truck. We know that God is faithful and He will take
care of our transportation needs.

UPDATE:  We planned to leave for Mexico on Sunday,
May 2 but today Tony had to see the doctor about his
very painful left shoulder. He injured it while doing
some work around our property.  Our trip will have to be
in July because in June he will be traveling across
California, Arizona, New Mexico and Texas visiting
many of our ministry partners and also family and
friends.

Pray for his health and safety as he travels. All money
raised will go to our youth conference in August in
Oaxaca.
