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Dear Friend,

We bring greetings to you from six of our
ministry locations in Mexico.  Since the middle of
March we have visited four churches in Baja and two in
Sonora.

We stayed a week in Col. Guerrero (about
2 ½ hours south of Ensenada) ministering in our
churches there.  Pastor Leo at the Las Misiones church
was excited and thankful for our visit. We were able to
show a film and encourage the believers. We spent some
very quality time with pastor Leo and Lupe.  His health
isn’t good so keep him in your prayers.

Pastor Santiago had some days off from his
carpenter job so we took advantage to visit those living
around the church in Santa Fe.

Margaret and Juana had
some good contacts while
pastor Santiago and I visited
the men in the area.  The
Triqui tribe is very friendly
and seem open but
underneath they are difficult

to reach with the Gospel. Above is a picture of Pastor
Santiago and family with Margaret in front of their  new
two room house (12’x26’) built last year.

We want to help them start a children’s kitchen
program starting with a simple meal after church on
Sundays. We are praying that
this tool of evangelism will
bring people in to hear the
Gospel.  With  only $100 a
month they would be able to
serve 30 meals a week.

Our next location was to visit Pastor Tomas in
the village of La Mision. Their church is on top of a
mountain overlooking the seaside town. On Good Friday
the church was full with many visitors coming to hear
the message of Christ’s death on the cross. Easter
Sunday was also packed out.

We were happy to see little Marcos who had just
arrived home from the hospital.  After his birth the
doctors realized there were health concerns that needed
special attention. He stayed in the hospital for two
months.  He is now gaining weight and looking great.

The last week of March our team from Oregon
arrived. When they were only forty minutes from the
border they were in a 10 car pile up on the freeway. We
praise God no one was badly hurt.  Garrett led the team
of 35 and even though he was young himself he showed
great leadership.  We were very proud of this group as
they continued on their missions trip with boldness and
unwavering determination to get the job done.

The four days
of VBS was attended
by almost a 100 kids
each day. Margaret
and I were kept busy
with translating for
the different groups.
Two men came down
to work on Pastor
Ramon’s house. Much was accomplished!  We praise
God for such a strong and dynamic group of young
people.  We called them the valiant team!!!!

Looks like I will have to continue this newsletter
next month with a report of our visit to Sonora.

With the high price of gas and the cost of food
these days we thank you for being faithful to support this
ministry.
