    We thank the Lord that two of our friends have
donated money for a ceiling in the church and a water
pump that Edmundo can use to help support himself and
Elda as they share God’s Word in their little town.

  We had a marvelous time at the
church, it was packed out. We showed a
film and shared God’s Word. I was able
to spend some quality time with
Edmundo and Elda, encouraging them
and praying with them for the salvation
of souls in Villa Hidalgo.  God calls us

to be faithful to preach the Good News and He promised
He would take care of the rest.

  Edmundo traveled with me to Bavispe to be with
Cosmi and Dalia. They were thrilled to see us! On a
previous trip we gave them the book “The Purpose
Driven Life” and they are still using it.  The teachers
also loved the books we left behind for them.

    The written Word is very powerful and God has used
the Bibles and books to bring Spiritual growth to this
village.  They were so touched to hear Edmundo’s
testimony and he also sang for them. He used to be a
professional “mariachi singer”, now he sings for Jesus.

We decided to
leave behind the gifts we had brought for the kids so
they could use them at that time. They will also visit
some nearby villages with brochures and gifts.
